MISSING PERSON

On July 19, 2009 at approximately 8:35pm, the Sheriff’'s Office responded to a report of
a missing person in the 12300 block of 26™ Avenue West, Everett. Deputies were
informed an adult female, 45 years of age, had been missing from the adult-care home
for about forty-five minutes. The female subject is reported to suffer from dementia.
Deputies searched the immediate area, but didn’t locate the subject. Snohomish
County Search and Rescue also conducted a ground search of the immediate area with
negative results. A check of local hospitals also has not located the subject.

The information on the missing person is as follows:

Last Name: ISLE
First Name: Flordeli (may go by the first name of “Lisa”)

Description: Asian female adult, 45 years of age
Four feet, four inches tall, 130 pounds
Black hair

Clothing: Last seen wearing a pink outfit with flowers

The missing subject may be headed to the Mountlake Terrace and/or Seattle areas.
The Sheriff's Office is attempting to obtain a photograph of the missing subject for
distribution to media outlets. Anyone with information on the above subject is asked to
contact the Snohomish County Sheriff’'s Office or call 911.

UPDATE: Seattle Police found the missing woman about 9 p.m. in the Seattle area. She
was unharmed.
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
